TechStart is a free, yearlong after-school program for students in kindergarten through 8th grade from 

Technology Access Foundation (TAF). The focus of TechStart is providing science, technology, 

engineering, and math (STEM) enrichment to underserved children of color through project-based 

learning and advanced technology tools. Did you know only about one-third of Washington 8th graders 

score as “Proficient” or better on national math and science tests?  That number falls below 25% for 

children of color. TAF believes that all students are natural learners, but without a strong educational 

foundation and a belief that learning can be fun, many students fall behind by 8th grade. TechStart 

keeps students in K-8th grade on the path to academic success by using innovative classroom 

techniques and cutting-edge technology to reinforce fundamental skills in an after-school environment. 

The primary goals of TechStart are to increase competencies in core academic subjects and to promote 

college as a viable option—particularly in STEM fields—for each student.  But our approach in the 

classroom goes well beyond that. All TechStart students can expect to develop essential life skills, like 

critical thinking, problem solving, teamwork, and presentation skills. See our complete schedule below for 

all class locations, days, and times.
